are reafonable, jult and proper, or
agreeable to the rules of {ound logic,
and fair criticifm.  2dly, They muft
fhew, that the religious doétrines ex-
hibited under types and fecondary
prophecies, were fuch as. could not
be opened and explained in that age
and feafon of the world, without an-
ticipating the proper time of their
revelation, determined and affigned
by God. Otherwife fuch obfcure,
intricate, and myfterious modes of
information would not have been ex-
pedient and proper in the age of the
Jewith difpenfation.

The force of what Iam about to
offer depends entirely on this fecond
point. I muft obferve, therefore,
that Dr. Stebbing perfectly agrees
with the author of the Divine Legati-
on in fuppofing, that the religions
doétrines, which were the fubje&t of
the antient types and fecondary pro-

hecies, were not underftood and

apprehended by the early Jews, but

were defignedly concealed and fecre-

ted from their krowledge. "
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
